INTRODUCTION

This millennium is an era of information technology and its
applications. Statistics, as the main tool for disseminating data, has a central
role to play in this context. Kerala is one of the states in India having a well
organised Statistical system. The department had its origin in the scheme
for the improvement of Agricultural Statistics started in 1949 as a post war
reconstruction scheme under the Department of Research in the erstwhile
Travancore University. After integration of Travancore and Cochin states.
the State Government constituted the Board of Studies in 1951. A separate
department was formed in 1954 as Department of Statistics and constituted
Bureau of Economic Studies with the aim of research oriented studies
related with economics in 1957, Subsequently the Department of Statistics
and Bureau of Economic Studies was merged and designated as the Bureau
of Economics and Statistics in 1963. The nomenclature of the department
was once again changed in 1980 as the Directorate of Fconomics and
Statistics (GO(Rt)No.366/80/plg dated 08.08.1980). The Directorate of

Economics and Statistics is the nerve centre of the State Statistical System.

Department of Economics and Statistics is the nodal agency for
collection compilation, analysis and reporting of Statistics on any subject
and from any sector. Similarly Government of India have declared the
Director of this department as the State Agricultural Statistics Authority
{SASA).

It is the compicte enumeration of all economic activities,
agriculture & non-agriculture, within the geographical boundaries of the
country which entails production and distribution of commodities/services
except for own consumption.

With the aim of filling the data gap in the non-agricultural sector of
unorganised sector, the Central Statistical‘Organisation in the Ministry of
Statistics & Programme Implementation has conducted 4 Economic Census
& 13 associated surveys from 1977 & 1988. The Census findings are used
for planning and analysis -f administrative progress and to find out better
estimates of national income and associated parameters.

The fieldwork of tifth economic éensus has been completed in the
State. The fifth economic census has covered all economic activities
(agriculture &. non-agriculture} except those involved in crop productions&

plantation.
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The findings of the Economic Census are used in the Surveys
which has been conducted with the aim of studymg the working capital.
investment, employment opportunities. production cic. of different
economic activities.

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STRUCTURE:

The Directorate ot Economics & Statistics is the nerve centre of the
State Statistical Svstem. Director is the technical and administrative head of
the Departrment. Being the statistics authority of the state he functions as the
authority for the collectior processing and dissemination of ali statistical
data relating to the state economy. In technical matters he is assisted by
three  Additional Directors and on  Administrative matters by an
Administrative Officer. Fur dealing with statistical work there are various
divisions in the Directorate. which are headed by Additional Directors. A
division is further sub divided into units headed by Joint Directors. Further
a unit is divided into sections with a specified subject Area. Each technical
section is headed by Deputy Director / Assistant Director / Research Officer.
Depending upon the workload and nature of work each section is manned by
one or more Research Officers and Research Assistants and a few
compilers. Each adminisirative sections manned by the Administrative
Assistant assisted by Semor Superintendent, Junior Superintende'nt and

Clerks / Compilers.

Besides the Directorate, there are 14 District Offices each headed
by a Deputy Director. The Deputy Director in the District Offices is
assisted by one District Otficer, one or more Additional District Officers,

one Price Supervisory Olficer and one or two Research Officers and

supporting staff.
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
